Preschool Programs

2 Year-Old Program:

8:30 – 11:00  AM
Open to all children who have reached 
the age of 2 years by September 1 of the 
admission year. Two Year Old classes 
meet either M/W or  T/Th. PK2 
children do not need to be potty 
trained.

3 Year-Old Programs:
8:15 – 11:15 AM

Open to all children who have reached 
the age of 3 years by September 1 of the 
admission year. Parents can enroll their 
child in a 3 Day Program (MWF) or in a 2 
Day Program (T/Th).

4 Year-Old Programs: 
8:15- 11:15 AM

Open to all children who have reached 
the age of 4 years by September 1 of the 
admission year. Parents have a choice of 
a 4 or 5 day program.

After School Care: 
11:15 AM - 3:00 PM 

We offer care for PK3 & PK4 preschool 
students during the above times on the 
days that they attend school. Care is billed 
by the 1/2 hour and is in addition to 
tuition.
